Many of you have already filled out college and/or
technical school applications. The next step is to figure out how to finance your
education. Although you cannot apply for financial aid until January 1, you can get
started with some scholarship applications. This booklet is designed to acquaint you with
some of the local/community and national scholarships that were made available to EG
students within the last 2 years. Because of the nature of scholarships (all monies come
from donations), some of the ones listed may no longer exist for the 2007-08 school year.
On the other hand, new scholarships may arrive in my office after this booklet was
printed. Therefore, I have detailed below how to use this guide. Please keep thisbooklet
in a safe place for you will receive one copy only.

HOW TO USE THISBOOKLET:

=  There are 3 columns listed: the name of the scholarship, a brief description, and
the approximate arrival date of the applications in the College/Career Center.
(*This is NOT the deadline date for the scholarships. See the application for those
dates).

= The descriptions given are not comprehensive. Most scholarships will also require
letter(s) of recommendation and/or essays. If financial need is listed, you will
have to provide proof by submitting either your FAFSA application and/or your
tax return forms.

= Read through the booklet and circle any scholarships for which you think you
may qualify. You may be excluded from some of them based on your home town
or other factors. Do not despair! There’s a scholarship for everyone!

= Be patient. There are over one hundred scholarships listed. Not all of them are for
four-year schools. There are ones for vocational training, as well.

= Ifthere is a website listed please use it. Up to date information and applications
will be on the website.

= [fno website is listed, you will need to come to the College/Career Center to pick
up a paper application. Mrs. Camp will be able to direct you to where they are
located in the office. One application per student will be given.

= As mentioned above, some scholarships listed may not exist this year and others
will be new arrivals, and when new scholarships arrive they will be publicized on
the morning announcements. You may also inquire in the CCC to see if any new
ones have arrived.




HOW TO APPLY FOR SCHOLARSHIPS:

The process is exactly the same as how you applied for college! You will need to put any
materials (applications, request for letters of rec, transcript release forms, essays, etc.)
into the red envelope. (Remember, one red envelope per scholarship). We will process
them in the same manner as we did for college applications. Therefore, the red envelopes
will have to be turned into the CCC 10 school days before the scholarship deadline.
